Training:  

We will train you on the vehicles, the signs, the operation of equipment, and business operations.  

We can train you on printing production, from creating the source to completion. We will give 

you an adequate amount of time to become comfortable with the business before sending you off 

on your own. The training can be done at our location or arrangements can be done to do training 
at your location. 

Reason for Selling:  
The Mobile Billboard company has accomplished its original goal of facilitating the growth of 

the owners other businesses.

A big help is if you have the truck out 

and about, you will get calls. Even with the rising labor costs and gas cost, this can still be a very 

profitable company. Fully booked out, one truck can net 15K per month profit even after paying 

the expenses. Now is a good time to convince businesses that this is the right way to advertise.

* In a recent study by Product Acceptance and Research in Washington , D.C. , mobile billboard advertising was found to be extremely effective 

in driving sales.  The study measured consumer awareness and sales between static billboards, billboards using motion and lighting, and no 

billboards.  The study showed:   

 43% of respondents recalled the static billboards over no billboards.  

 94% of respondents recalled the mobile billboards.  

 80% recalled the specific advertisement.  
 Static billboards resulted in an increase in sales of 54%.  

Mobile billboards resulted in an increase in sales of 107%.
